Groucho White Bodegas Latue, La Mancha, Spain 2020 7.50 20 27 
Fresh, clean, easy, dry.

Picpoul de Pinet ‘La Viste’ Languedoc, France 2019 10 26 37 
Aromas of red apple and blossom deliver a palate that is dry  
and bursting with mouthwatering fruit and acidity.

Garnacha Blanca Nativa Care, Carinena, Spain 2019 10.25 28 40 
Packed with juicy, ripe tropical fruit but balanced by refreshing acidity. 
Rather like squeezing a piece of lime onto a plate of cool tropical fruit. 
Dangerously moreish.

Gavi di Gavi ‘Figini’ La Chiara, Piedmont, Italy 2019 12 31 44 
The palate echoes the nose with fresh green apples and citrus but 
with the addition of a riper edge. The finish is clean and dry with a 
delicate pith and almond bite.

Grechetto Antonelli, DOC Montefalco Italy 2020 (Organic) 12.25 31 44 
The structure makes this a worthy wine to have with food. 
A light concentration of fruit is enveloped within a frame of fennel, 
lemon and a pithy note that adds a pleasant almond bitterness to the finish. 
Try with cheese too.

Chenin Blanc Oldenburg, Banghoek Valley Stellenbosch, South Africa 2018 12.50 35 50 
A truly beguiling wine. Weighty, textural and complex, this is not your 
average Chenin. A medium bodied wine awash with tropical fruit, 
Sicilian lemons & Orange blossom. This viscous charmer is supported 
by clean as a whistle, lemony acidity.

Groucho Club Red Bodegas Latue, La Mancha, Spain 2020 7.50 20 27 
Ripe bramble and damson fruit, light tannins.

Nero d’Avola Cipollina, Sicily, Italy 2018 8.50 23 32 
Light, fine tannins that offer gentle grip to the damson fruit. 
An all round soft, easy drinker.

Pinot Noir ‘Sanziana’ Recas Cramele, Benat, Romania 2019 
*available chilled* 9.75 27 37 
Pretty and delicate but loaded with strawberry fruit and classic 
Pinot character. It finishes with a dash of darker fruits, hint of spice 
and delicate tannins. Superb value.

Primitivo Varvaglione, Puglia, Italy 2018 (Organic) 11 30 42 
Succulent plum, damson and red fruits epitomise this grape and region. 
A total crowd pleaser and oh-so-moreish.

Pedra a Pedra Tinto Quinta da Pedra Alta, Douro Portugal, 2018 
*available chilled* 11.50 31 44 
A generous , fuller red, laden with plum and boysenberry fruit flavours, 
a touch of richness and light dusting of spice. The finish long with fine tannins. 
One to savour and enjoy.

Pinot Noir Stoneburn, Marlborough, New Zealand 2018 12 32 46  
Firm fruited with cherry leading the charge and a smokey edge. Light grip 
brightened up by gentle acidity. A smokey, toasty, super pale Pinot loaded 
with flavour.

Nebbiola d’Alba ‘Sterma’ La Bioca, Piemonte, Italy 2019 13.50 36 52 
Lush, plush and full of dark morello cherries laced with kirsch, 
vanilla and coconut. Sumptuous and broad but well balanced by the 
good use of acidity. The tannins are super fine. All round delicious.

Groucho Club Claret Jean Pierre Mouiex, Medoc Bordeaux, France 2016 14 38 54 
First launched in December 2019 and making a welcome return. 
From the family behind Petrus, the extra year in bottle has allowed this 
Cabernet led Bordeaux to build layers of cassis, blackcurrant, spice and 
leafy, earthy notes.

Diemersdal ‘Private Collection’ Bordeaux blend, 14.50 40 56 
Durbanville, South Africa 2017 
Broad shouldered, dense & brimming with a succulent mid-riff 
of blackcurrant & cassis, tapering out to svelte, velvety tannins. Like a well  
tailored suit.

Saint-Joseph Domaine Andre Perret, Rhone, France 2017 16.25 45 67 
Aromas of red fruits, black pepper & a dusting of clove & asiatic spices. 
The palate is refined, lifted & again delicately spiced with super grainy, fine 
tannins & poise.

A balance of red fruits, bright and open 
with a long dry, thirst quenching finish

Miraval Jolie, Pitt & Perrin, Côtes de Provence, France 2017 15.25 46 60 
Classic pale Provence pink in colour. The palate is dry, restrained and pretty, 
full of delicate strawberry, citrus and stone fruit flavours, finishing on 
a refreshing note.

What might seem a little shy at first soon starts to open up after a little time 
in the glass. Revealing a smoky, toasted and lightly concentrated palate of 
pineapple fruit, pretty pain d’epices and charm. Warm, friendly and inviting.

Sauvignon Blanc ‘Silver Lining’ Marty Edwards, 13.75 38 55 
Adelaide Hills, South Australia 2020 
A restrained style from the cool climate hills of Adelaide. 
Bursting with grapefruit, passionfruit and a twist of lemon sherbert 
this juicy wine is made to make your mouth water.

Cotes-du-Rhone Blanc ‘Les Becs Fins’ Tardieu-Laurent, 14.50 39 56 
Rhone, France 2018 
Sweet, concentrated with a juicy attack of ripe fruit, banana skin and fresh oak. 
The palate is broad, succulent, taut, with a reigned in acidity but layers of 
concentrated fruit. A silent assassin this is not, it’ll have you in broad daylight!

Catarratto Lu Bancu Feudo Disisa DOC, Monreale, Sicily, Italy 2019 15 41 57 
Stylish and balanced on stilettos of pristine acidity, the model of the 
Catarratto variety.  Medium bodied, ripe red apple mingles with clean 
tropical fruit & bright lemon but not a sharp edge in sight, just a 
mouthwatering and lightly savoury finish.

Groucho Club Burgundy Olivier Leflaive, Burgundy, France 2017 16.25 42.50 61 
The Club favourite with a subtle makeover from the producers we 
have worked with since the 90’s. An exclusive parcel, as rewarding as ever, 
served with pride and continuing the tradition as a cult classic.
