It is also  
the warmest terroir of the 
region: facing due south, this 
pure chalk slope receives  
no shade from sunrise to 
sunset. It is considered the 
most consistently great  
single vineyard wine in all 
of Champagne.

Around the middle of the 
nineteenth century French 
winemakers started to 
notice that their vineyards 
were dying. The cause 
was soon identified as the 
phylloxera aphid which had 
been imported by accident 
along with a consignment 
of American vine cuttings.   
The destroyer, as it became 
known, had a devastating 
impact that was felt all over 
Europe, forcing bankrupt 
families to flee to other parts 
of the world.  Although vines 
may be grafted to allow 
them to continue producing 
grapes, phylloxera remains  
a global problem with no 
cure, and this section of the 
list pays hommage to those 
who pioneered winemaking  
in the new world.
